The Pavilion, designed by Toyo Ito and
Cecil Balmond with Arup, started its life
as the 2002 Serpentine Gallery Pavilion
in Hyde Park. Now sitting comfortably on
Le Beauvallon’s shore, the pavilion pays
homage to the beautiful Riviera light and
century old pine trees that filter through its
transparent panels.

Toyo Ito is the Japanse architect, winner of
2013 Pritzker Prize, who is known for creating
conceptual architecure.

From the sea, the triangular and
trapezoid forms of the pavilion
resemble sails - it has really found
its home in this landscape.
